Tech Rules
1) All current QMA Technical and Procedural rules will be followed and strictly enforced.


Race Day Procedures
2) Race day procedure to be set as follows: (Ed note: please note times are approximate and the procedures are designed to make the tour race day procedures the same for all events.  We would hope all participating tracks could offer us a Saturday or Sunday event date.)



8:00 AM - 9:30AM Sign-ins and Safety Inspection.



9:45 AM Handlers Meeting



10:00 AM Racing starts promptly



by grands rotation.  


10 Lap heat races.



30 Minute break between last heat and first lower main.



Lower Mains 10 Laps



B-Mains 15 Laps



A-Mains 20 Laps


Time limits will be in effect for heat races but not for any main 


event.  Time Limit is 90 seconds per scheduled lap.

All Junior lower mains will transfer the top 2; all senior lower mains 
will transfer the top 4.


In the event of needing more then three heat races for any given 
division, The top six qualifiers will be determined by the best pill 
draw for the top eight drivers as based on their heat race finish.

The X car will be utilized.  If the X car enters an event, all cars will be 
scored in that event in the order they finish.  This means the last place 
car(s) will both receive the same number of points.


Points Structure
3) Points


3a.)  
Points will be awarded by actual finishing position. (Ed note: 


This means if you finish third, you will get third place points 


not first place points for being the first Dirt Tour member 


across the line)

3b.)  
There will be 100 bonus points awarded to all drivers 



who compete in all tour dates.


3c.)  
There will be 5 bonus points for winning any main event.  


Lower Mains included.

3d.) 
 DNF’s and DQ’s will be awarded points according to their 


final position in the race run down.  The only drivers receiving 


no points will be those who are DQ’d for Tech. Violations.


3e.)  
Points will be posted on the website within 48 hours of show                         

completion.  It is at that time any disagreements (arbitrations) 


with the points may be called in to the tour directors within 7 


days of points being posted.  Arbitrations will be assigned a 


case number and explored to the fullest extent to make sure 


points are accurate.  Arbitrations not logged within 7 days will 


NOT be explored and the points will remain as posted.  ALL 


arbitrations will be posted along with case number and result 


on the web-site.

3f.)
Novice participation is encouraged!  No Novice drivers may 


receive points, however will receive awards at the end of the 


year.  If a Novice driver is to graduate into a points division, 


that driver will be awarded the lowest points total at that time 


from a dirt tour member.  They will then be scored as normal in 

said division.  This option is only available to Dirt tour 



members.

NEW….. The points will be tallied into two “series”, one for 


QMA sactioned tracks and one for non-QMA (referred to in 



this rule book as “Outlaw” tracks) and they will be run as two 



Separate series until the end of the season.  A champion will be 


crowned for each division for each series and after the final 


points race in each series the top ten in points from both series


will be invited to an “Outlaw vs. QMA” event held at a track to


be announced where we will run a “King or Queen of the



Quarters” event.  (Ed. Note:  This is designed to allow Dirt 


racers from all tracks in the region participate and have the 


chance to ‘points race’ with a chance to win the championship.


We understand that ANY quarter midget racer can participate at


any track in the northeast BUT outlaw (and USAC) members 


must become QMA members to compete at QMA sanctioned


tracks due to insurance regulations.  All this is subject to 



change if the rules for QMA change) 


(Ed. Note 2:  At QMA tracks we will run QMA classes as 


defined in the QMA rule book.  At outlaw tracks all divisions


normally run will be run.  Also, at the “Kings and Queens” 


event ALL divisions will be run.)

Champions

1) The end of the year championship awards will be presented at a banquet of which time and date will be determined.

2) Participating in the series and only missing one event in your respective “series” will qualify your driver for entrance to the banquet.  Families of the drivers will be responsible for a nominal charge to attend the event in order to cover costs.
3) Championship cups will be awarded to all champions.  As the series progresses we will honor important members of the Northeast Dirt  community by honoring them with a cup as their namesake. Suggestions are honored at any time.

Financials

1) All monies generated by the series will be presented on the web-site in easy to read and understandable form.  Monies in and out will be easy to track.

2) Sign up fee for series will be $50.00 per car with a deadline of the morning of the first “Series” event.  Anyone signing on after the first event will be required to pay $75.00 per car and sign-ups will be closed after the third “Series” event.
3) Series T-Shirt sponsors will be $100.00 for a block sponsor, $250.00 for a minor sponsor and the major sponsor location will be held for the series sponsor.

5) At the end of the series the monies earned will be distributed to the clubs as follows:

· Club with the highest point total will receive a $500.00 reward from the series.

· All other monies will be distributed by dividing money left over by the number of total series cars that participated.  We will then take that number and multiply it by each participant and return that money to said track of participant.  Example is as follows:  10 cars in the series: two from track A, four from track B and four from track C.  They all competed in all five events (10x5=50) and the series earns 1000.00.  Fifty showings dividing $1000.00=$20.00 per showing.  This means that track A will receive $200.00 and track B and C will receive $400.00 each.  I know this is confusing but what it boils down to is the more people from your club, who participate in more events, will earn their home club more money.


Officials

1) The series will be promoted and officiated by the Bozowski Family.  All Judgments made concerning series rules will be made by the Bozowski Family and will be final.

2)  The Bozowski Family reserves the right to bring appointed Flagmen and Race Directors to each event.
